· Compare both lists
Any URL in the sitemap but not in the crawl list is an orphan page.

· Add relevant internal links from related pages
· Include them in navigation or category pages
· Update outdated or thin content
· Remove low-quality or unnecessary pages
· Ensure every important page has at least one internal link
